CHAIRS REPORT

The Chair said about a month ago, he attended and addressed Greater Wellington Regional
Council’s Social & Cultural Wellbeing Committee on behalf of Kapiti Coast District Council and
the Paekakariki Community Board over the establishment of a heritage site inside MacKays
Crossing gates at QE Park. There was concern about the consultants report and the officer’s report
focus of achieving a heritage site of like activities to the Tramway Museum and supporting the
Tramway Museum did not appear to be warmly supported. The Committee was responsive to
what was said, and while the officers report was adopted, it was also amended to ensure that an
activity like the Printing Museum could occur within the heritage precinct inside the MacKays
Crossing gates.

The Printing Museum was looking at having discussions with the Regional Council over an
Action Plan. As part of the Greater Wellington Parks Network Plan, the Regional Council had to
liaise with KCDC over the management and use of QE Park.

The Chair thanked Regional Councillor Nigel Wilson for the opportunity to speak to his
Committee and the result that had been achieved.
